Guidelines and Standard Operating Procedure (S.O.P.) for Permission to 

NGOs to Conduct Programme/Campaign inside Jails 

No NGO/ company/ private individual should ordinarily be allowed entry into the prison for the 

purposes of conducting programmes/ campaings/ workshops etc. However, in the following 

circumstances, visits may be allowed if-  

(i) a particular event/ programme/ campaign is meant for the purposes of creating positive social 

impact, or  

(ii) the proposed work/ programme is related to prison reforms/ prisoners welfare and rehabilitation. 

For granting permission, the following SOP will be followed:- 

1. The concerned NGO/visitor(s) must submit an application on the prescribed proforma to the Jail 

Superintendent of prison concerned or the Headquarters, Prisons Administration and Reform 

Services, Government of Uttar Pradesh at least 30 days before the date of visit. This duration of 30 

days can be relaxed on the recommendation of the Deputy Inspector General of the range. 

Foreigners must submit such application 60 days before. (As per the MHA Guidelines on Visiting 

Jails No.V-11018/3/2010-PR dated 24.07.2015). 

2. The Jail Superintendent should immediately forward the application along with his report to the 

Range Office. Deputy Inspector General of the range shall forword the application along with 

recommendation to the Prison Headquarters. If an application is submitted directly to the Prison 

Headquarters, a report from the Jail Superintendent and recommendation of the Deputy Inspector 

General of the range must be sought before granting the permission.  

3. In case of a foreign national, permission will be granted by the state government after consulting 

the local unit of Intelligence Bureau. The government may also consult Ministry of External 

Affairs/Foreigners Division of Ministry of Home Affairs. (As per the MHA Guidelines on Visiting Jails 

No.V-11018/3/2010-PR dated 24.07.2015) 

4. Police verification of all persons regarding residence and criminal antecedents is necessary before 

granting permission in every case. 

5. All members of the NGO visiting the jail shall submit an undertaking as per the attached format, 

individually. Additionally, an undertaking shall be submitted by the head of the N.G.O. on behalf of 

the organization as per the attached format. 

6. Careful frisking should be done and standard due diligence must be ensured before the visitor is 

allowed inside the visitor area of the jail. The visitors must cooperate during the frisking. No 

mobiles, cameras or any other recording/electronic device shall be allowed. No prohibited articles 

shall be allowed. 

7. The visitors of the NGO must carry a valid ID issued by the NGO as well as a government 

ID/Passport (in case of foreign nationals). 

8. A brief overview of the programme by the NGO must be presented along with the application to 

the Jail Superintendent in advance for his approval. 

9. The visitors must submit in undertaking that no family member/relative/friend of theirs is lodged 

in the jail. In case a known person is lodged in this jail, the permission to visit the jail will not 

include contacting/ meeting /interviewing such a person. 

10. All rules of the jail administration will be strictly followed by the visitor. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

11. The inmates sought to be included in the programme must be well informed about the purpose of 

the programme. Anonymity of each inmate must be maintained. 

12. While the visitors are touring the prison or conducting the programme, the Jail Superintendent 

will nominate a competent jailor or deputy jailor to be present there. The Jail Superintendent/ 

nominated officer should intervene immediately if he feels that a certain programme / activity or 

an interview being conducted is not desirable. 

13. No videography/photography should be allowed which may create potential security risk or 

social/communal disturbance. 

14. The permission may be withdrawn at any time for administrative and/or security reasons. 

15. No publicity/social media posts shall be published without the permission of the Prison 

Headquarters.

Guidelines and Standard Operating Procedure (S.O.P.) for visit inside jails 

by Research Scholars 
 

No private individual should ordinarily be allowed entry into the prison for the purposes of doing 

research, internship, writing articles or interviews etc. However, in the following circumstances, visits 

may be allowed if-  

(i) a particular research/ internship / article is meant for the purposes of creating positive social 

impact, or  

(ii) the proposed work is related to prison reforms or prisoner reform and rehabilitation. 

For granting permission, the following Standard Operating Procedure (S.O.P.) will be followed:- 

1. The researcher(s) must submit an application on the prescribed proforma to the Jail 

Superintendent of prison concerned or the Headquarters, Prisons Administration and Reform 

Services, Government of Uttar Pradesh at least 30 days before the proposed tentative date of 

visit. This duration of 30 days can be relaxed on the recommendation of the Deputy Inspector 

General of the range. Foreigners/researchers related to foreign institutes must submit such 

application 60 days before the tentative date of visit (As per the MHA Guidelines on Visiting 

Jails No.V-11018/3/2010-PR dated 24.07.2015). 

2. The Jail Superintendent should immediately forward the application along with his report to 

the Range Office. Deputy Inspector General of the range shall forword the application along 

with recommendation to the Prison Headquarters. If an application is submitted directly to the 

Prison Headquarters, a report from the Jail Superintendent and recommendation of the 

Deputy Inspector General of the range must be sought before granting the permission.  

3. In case of a foreign national, permission will be granted by the state government after 

consulting the local unit of Intelligence Bureau. The government may also consult Ministry of 

External Affairs/Foreigners Division of Ministry of Home Affairs. (As per the MHA Guidelines on 

Visiting Jails No.V-11018/3/2010-PR dated 24.07.2015) 

4. Police verification of such a person regarding residence and criminal antecedents is necessary 

before granting permission in every case. 

5. The visitor shall submit an undertaking as per the attached format.  

6. The research scholar must submit in undertaking that no family members/relatives/friends of 

theirs is lodged in the jail. In case a known person is lodged in this jail, the permission will not 

include contacting/ meeting /interviewing such a person. 

7. The questionnaire/data collection format must be presented by the research scholar to the Jail 

Superintendent in advance for his approval along with the application. 

8. Careful frisking should be done and standard due diligence must be ensured before the visitor 

is allowed inside the visitor area of the jail. The visitor must cooperate during frisking. No 

mobiles, cameras or any other recording/electronic device shall be allowed. No prohibited 

articles shall be allowed. 

9. The research scholar must carry a valid ID proof issued by the Institute/University as well as a 

government ID/Passport (in case of foreign nationals). 

10. All rules of the jail administration will be strictly followed by the research scholar. 

 

 

 



 

11. The inmate sought to be interviewed must be well informed about the purpose of the research 

and be willing to be interviewed. Anonymity of the inmate must be maintained. 

12. While the visitor(s) are touring the prison or interviewing the inmates, the Jail Superintendent 

will nominate a competent jailor or deputy jailor to be present there. The Jail 

Superintendent/nominated officer should immediately intervene on-the-spot if he feels that a 

certain video clip or an interview being conducted is not desirable or inappropriate. 

13. No videography/photography should be allowed which may create potential security risk or 

social/communal disturbance. 

14. The permission may be withdrawn at any time for administrative and/or security reasons. 

15. No publicity/social media posts shall be published without the permission of the Prison 

Headquarters. 

16. The research scholar must submit a final copy of the finished research work to the Jail 

Superintendent and Prisons Headquarter for a “No Objection Certificate” before publishing. 

The researcher shall be liable to appropriate legal action in case of publication before 

obtaining the No Objection Certificate. 

17. Superintendent concerned will give comments and recommendation after study of the 

research content as to there is no objectionable content which reflects adversely on the prison 

department’s image. Prisons Headquarter will issue NOC only after such recommendation of 

the Jail Superintendent.

Guidelines for Permission to Production House/Media House to shoot 

Film/documentary inside Jails 

No producer/ production house/ media house should ordinarily be allowed entry into the prison for 

the purposes of shooting/ recording/ interview etc. However, in the following circumstances, visits 

may be allowed by the state government if-  

(i) a particular film/documentary is meant for the purposes of creating positive social impact, or  

(ii) the proposed film/documentary is related to prison reforms/ prisoners’ welfare and rehabilitation. 

For granting permission, the following SOP will be followed:- 

1. The concerned production house/producer(s) must submit an application on the prescribed 

proforma to the Jail Superintendent of prison concerned or the Headquarters, Prisons 

Administration and Reform Services, Government of Uttar Pradesh at least 60 days before the 

date of visit. This duration of 60 days can be relaxed on the recommendation of the Director 

General of Prisons. Foreign based production house/foreigners must submit such application 

90 days before. 

2. A brief description of the concept note/story, objective, scenes to be shot in the jail, desired 

areas of the jail in which shooting is proposed, interviewees must be attached along with the 

application. 

3. A copy of the previous work, registration, accreditation of the film producer/ production house 

must be attached along with the application. 

4. The film producer/ production house must submit a refundable security deposit of Rs. 

2,00,000/- (Rs. Two lakh only) by way of a demand draft in favour of the Jail Superintendent of 

the jail concerned. 

5. The Jail Superintendent should immediately forward the application along with his report to 

the Range Office. Deputy Inspector General of the range shall forword the application along 

with recommendation to the Prison Headquarters. If an application is submitted directly to the 

Prison Headquarters, a report from the Jail Superintendent and recommendation of the 

Deputy Inspector General of the range must be sought before granting the permission.  

6. In case of a foreign based production house/ foreign national, permission will be granted by 

the state government after consulting the local unit of Intelligence Bureau. The government 

may also consult Ministry of External Affairs/Foreigners Division of Ministry of Home Affairs. 

(As per the MHA Guidelines on Visiting Jails No.V-11018/3/2010-PR dated 24.07.2015) 

7. Police verification of all visitors regarding residence and criminal antecedents is necessary 

before granting permission in every case. 

8. The visitors must submit in undertaking that no family member/relative/friend of theirs is 

lodged in the jail. In case a known person is lodged in this jail, the permission to visit the jail 

will not include contacting/ meeting /interviewing such a person. 

9. The Jail Superintendent should immediately forward the application to the Prison 

Headquarters along with his report regarding the proposed shoot and its effect on the jail’s 

security and administration. If an application is submitted directly to the Prison Headquarters, 

a report from the Jail Superintendent must be sought before forwarding the application to the 

state government.  

 

 

 



 

10. After examination of the documents, the application along with the Jail   

Superintendent’s report must be forwarded to the Prisons Headquarter to the State 

Government for decision. 

11. After the permission is granted, careful frisking should be done and standard due 

diligence must be ensured before the visitors are allowed inside the specifically     

allowed areas of the jail. The visitors must cooperate during the frisking. Only those 

recording equipment shall be allowed inside the jail, for which permission has been 

granted. All such equipment shall be examined and listed by the jail officials. 

12. The visitors must carry the government ID (in original)/Passport (in case of foreign 

nationals) whose copy has been attached in the application. 

13. All rules of the jail administration will be strictly followed by the visitor. 

14. In case any inmate is sought to be included in the film/ documentary, he/ she must        

be well informed about the purpose of the film and be willing to be included and a 

written declaration regarding this must be obtained. Anonymity of each inmate must    

be maintained. 

15. While the visitors are shooting inside the jail, the Jail Superintendent will nominate a 

competent jailor or deputy jailor to be present there. The Jail Superintendent/ 

nominated officer should intervene immediately if he feels that a certain shoot/ activity 

or an interview being conducted is not desirable. 

16. No videography/photography should be allowed which may create potential security risk 

or social/communal disturbance. 

17. The permission may be withdrawn at any time for administrative/ security reasons or jail 

rules or security directives. 

18. After the shoot every day, complete recording shall be handed over to the Jail 

Superintendent for viewing and examination.  

19. A final copy of the finished film/documentary shall be submitted to the Jail 

Superintendent and Prisons Headquarter for a “No Objection Certificate” before release. 

20. The Jail Superintendent concerned will give comments and recommendation after 

viewing of the film as to there is no objectionable content which reflects adversely         

on the prison department’s image. Prisons Headquarter will issue NOC only after        

such recommendation of the Jail Superintendent. 

21. The film producer shall go ahead with further process of release of the  

film/documentary only after obtaining the No Objection Certificate. The security    

deposit of Rs. Two lakh only, submitted along with the application shall be refunded   

with the No Objection Certificate.
